She earned a Bachelor of Science degree in
Civil and Urban Engineering in 1984.

Cheryle was a licensed professional engineer in Delaware and retired from a
long outstanding career at Delmarva Power, where she was an engineering
and business Manager. She was an entrepreneur and owner of Peach
Blossom Creations, LLC, her online creative art and fashion doll clothing
business.

Cheryle had served on the Delaware Chamber of Commerce, the Miss Utility
of Delmarva Board of Directors, and the Delaware State Arts Council. She
had served as Trustee/Treasurer of Shiloh Baptist Church of Wilmington, DE.
She served on the Leadership Enrichment Arts Program (LEAP) Board of
Directors. She was a 2006 Black Achiever, a Howard High School mentor, and
a member of the Society of Women Engineers and the National Society of



Black Engineers.

Cheryle is survived by her daughter, Britney Pringle; sisters, Marie Bey
(Antoine), Lisa Young (James), and Michelle Pringle; uncles, Nathaniel Ware
(Priscilla) and Richard Taylor, Jr. (Debi); several nieces, nephews, great-
nieces, and great-nephews; and her purr-fect feline companion, Jade.
