His love for his land and awareness of
conservation from his no-till practices on his farm, made him an incredibly
respected agriculturalist in New Castle County for many decades.

Bill was an avid hunter and trapper for over 65 years, maintaining up to 1,000
active traps at one time. Active in his community, he was a 65 year member
and Master Mason at the Jackson Lodge No. 19 A.F. & A.M. Bill devoted his
life to taking care of his wife, his family, and his land. He was truly one of a
kind, and if you had the pleasure of meeting him, you never forgot him. He will
live in the hearts of his family and friends forever.

In addition to his parents, Bill was preceded in death by his beloved wife,



Betty Reynolds Morrow; sisters, Betty Ewaka and Virginia Fagan; and his
nephew, Bob Fagan. He is survived by his daughter, Lois Thornton; grandson,
Thomas Thornton; great grandson, Anthony Thornton; nieces, Fran Vickers,
Billie Speakman, and Diane Pearson; and nephew, Shawn Fagan.
